Hello amazing educators,

Thank you for your interest in Tremont.  In case you don’t know much about our center, I’ll tell you a bit more.  The Great Smoky Mountains Institute at Tremont is an environmental education center located within Great Smoky Mountains National Park. We fulfill our mission of connecting people and nature every day by exploring the national park with school groups, families, children and adults. Every summer, we offer a unique opportunity to girls ages 12-15 called Girls in Science Camp.
Girls in Science Camp is a six-day, five-night experience for middle and high school girls. The camp includes outdoor exploration throughout the park, participation in citizen science projects alongside real scientists, and an opportunity for the girls to conduct their own field investigations.  The goals are to keep girls excited about science as they move through their middle school years and to allow them to use scientific processes to answer questions they have about the natural world as well as meet many other girls that like the same things they do.  Highlights of past Girls in Science Camps include salamander studies in a temperate rainforest, creek crawls in cold, mountain streams studying aquatic insects, an evening in Cades Cove watching the fireflies emerge from the grass, mornings working with specialists capturing and banding songbirds, and a campfire at week’s end. 

Please encourage any of your 12 – 15 year old girls to apply, especially the ones who would most benefit from an experience like this.  We are ideally looking for girls that would otherwise not have the opportunity to have an experience like this one.  They need to have some interest in doing science outside, but not a lot of experience or knowledge about it. This camp has many partial scholarships available.  The cost range is between $100 - $657 for one week of camp.  This includes lodging, meals, equipment, and transportation during the camp.  Transportation to and from camp is not included.  

The Girls in Science Camp application can be downloaded on the Tremont website, http://gsmit.org/event/girls-in-science-camp-2018/. Feel free to make as many copies as you need and distribute them.

Completed applications need to be sent to Tremont at 9275 Tremont Rd. Townsend, TN 37882.  We will review them as they come in and get back in touch with the applicant within 4-6 weeks of receiving their application. The selection process is highly competitive, so encourage your students to do their best and take time on the application so we get an idea of who they really are as a person!  The earlier they send in their applications, the better chance they have of attending.  When the camp is full, we will not accept any more applications.
